Why would the author want to do that?  What PURPOSE does it serve in the overall significance of the play?

3. For each scene, record at least two questions or comments to show that you are processing the information in the chapter and trying to link it to other skills/concepts.  Do not ask about the meaning of a word; look it up.  If you ask a question, try to answer it.  This is your opportunity to show you have thought about the entire scene, rather than ideas from only one part of the Act.
